Maduraikkanji and Pattinapalai are sources which provide more information about
trade during the Sangam period. Tamil people traded across the sea to places like Unjai,
Padali (Padalipuram), Kashi, Varanasi, Kalingapatnam and other countries such as
Savagam (East Indies), Kaalagam (Burma), Kitaram (Kadaram), Takkola etc. Other
nations who traded with Tamil period during the Sangam period were Arabs, Yavanas
and Savakas. It can be known with the help of Sanga mliterature that the Chinese did
not trade with the Tamil people during that period. Sangam literature mentions that
jaggery and sugar made from sugarcane juice, alcohol, pepper, salt, vala (conch), cloth,
pearls, wood species, sapphire, ivory (ivory) etc. were exported from Tamil Nadu to
other countries during the Sangam period.
